Any other conducted for the mental training of the children can be
considered co- curricular activities.

Singing, painting, elocution, paper craft, clay modelling, acting, and gardening are a few of co -
curricular activities. Students enjoy these activities. They can use their leisure for improving their talents and
skills. They can participate in and win prizes. All these will help in improving their self-confidence.
Appreciation from friends, teachers and parents will them in development of their personality.

( encourage, examples, competitions)

For encouraging co - curricular activities, should have some facilities. If they want to conduct singing
activities or Speech competition, there should be a hall. For holding competition, the hall would be
useful. Presence of a stage or a theater will be for dancing and drama activities. Existence of some
land is a must for the encouragement of gardening activities. If all these and some other facilities are there,
will enjoy their schooling and they will grow up into good citizens.
